1. Discuss the physical ways the culture of your country is seen.  What is the typical clothing, food, modes of transportation, art, music, etc.?

My culture mostly wears long traditional Arabic wear. They wear western cloths under their traditional wear however. Although some western music is broadcasted traditional Arab music is favored. Lunch is the biggest meal.

2. Are there ways in which the people of your country demonstrate their beliefs, values, attitudes, or perceptions of their own countrymen?

Most Moroccans follow traditional ways of living that are similar to America in the late 1800’s with an Arabic flare and heavy religious influence. 

3. What types of subcultures might you find in your country?  Is there a class system?  If yes, describe it.

There is an upper and lower class. The upper consists of wealthy merchants and descendents of the profit Mohammad. The middle consists of doctors, lawyers, professors, and civil servants. The lower consists of mostly the uneducated, factory workers, or the unemployed.

4. Describe a typical family and family living arrangements.  Do extended families live together?  To they work together?

Elders are highly respected by their families they often live with them. Women are expected to stay home to cook and clean. The children either are in school or helping the mother and in the rule parts the children often do the grunt work on the farm.

5. Describe their educational system.  Is religion a part of their national education system?

Public schools are free and children between the ages of 7 and 13 are required to attend; the law is not enforced how ever. Religion is not the main focus of the schools. French is required from third grade until the completion of secondary school (high school). English is taught from the beginning of secondary school. Their school year is identical to ours. 180 days begging in September and ending in June.

6. Describe gender roles.  Are men and women treated equally?  Do men and women have specific roles?

Gender equality is a problem in morocco most theaters won’t even allow women. If they do allow women in most cases they must be accompanied by a male. If a woman doesn’t want to be considered a promiscuous she will wear a head scarf. When women have guests they cannot hang out in the living room. They often must hang out on the roof or in some other abnormal place.

If a citizen can find work in the community in which they were born they will usually stay. If however they cannot find work they will most likely or immigrate to Europe and send money back home to their families.

Arabic is the main language, all educated people know some level of French. Those who have higher level education will learn English. Berber is the native language, however influences form other nations make it rare. In the north some people may know a fair amount of Spanish because some cities are still a part of Spain and have a fair amount of Spanish people living there.
