· What type of political system?  Democracy, Totalitarianism or Mixed…Briefly describe.  Remember, just because it says “republic” in the title of a country does not mean that the citizens have a choice in the government of the country.  Research what is happening in your country to decide it’s political system.

Morocco has a de jure constitutional monarchy with an elected parliament. I would say that it is mixed with a taste of Totalitarianism because there are not many checks and balances. If the wrong person is in the right place, things could go down hill really fast.
